The purpose of this tool is not to validate what you are already doing but
to encourage you to improve and expand on your current practices.

Community Table.






The importance of consulting children

The UNCRC and the UN Committee on the Rights of the Child emphasize the importance of children
having the right to be heard in decisions that impact their lives. Children have the right to be heard at all
levels of government and in the development of programs and policies. Child-friendly spaces and
opportunities should be created to support children to exercise this right. The UN Committee stated:

“The concept of participation emphasizes that including children should not only be a
momentary act, but the starting point for an intense exchange between children and adults on
the development of policies, programmes and measures in all relevant contexts of children’s
lives.”?

As a result, the Burnaby Children’s Community Table worked in partnership to create tools that were
play and art-based to support children to exercise their right to be heard. The voices of children are the
foundation of the Burnaby Children’s Charter and this Action Planning Guide.1

You have the right to the best health care
possible, safe water to drink, nutritious food, a
clean and safe environment, and information to
help you stay well.

If you live in care or in other situations away
from home, you have the right to have these
living arrangements looked at regularly to see if
they are the most appropriate.

You have the right to help from the government
if you are poor or are in need.

You have the right to food, clothing, a safe place
to live and to have your basic needs met. You
should not be disadvantaged so that you can’t
do many of the things other kids do.

You have the right to a good quality education.
You should be encouraged to go to school to
the highest level you can.

Your education should help you use and
develop your talents and abilities. It should also
help you learn to live peacefully, protect the
environment and respect other people.

You have the right to practice your own culture,
language and religion — or any you choose.
Minority and Indigenous groups need special
protection of this right.

You have the right to play and rest.

You have the right to protection from work that
harms you, and is bad for your health and
education. If you work, you have the right to be
safe and to be paid fairly.

You have the right to protection from harmful
drugs and from the drug trade.

You have the right to be free from sexual abuse.
No one is allowed to kidnap or sell you.

You have the right to protection from any kind
of exploitation (being taken advantage of).

No one is allowed to punish you in a cruel or
harmful way.

You have the right to protection and freedom
from war. Children under 15 cannot be forced
to go into the army or take part in war.

You have the right to help if you've been hurt,
neglected or badly treated.

You have the right to legal help and fair
treatment in a justice system that respects your
rights.

If the laws of your country provide better
protection of your rights than the articles in this
Convention, those laws should apply.

You have the right to know your rights! Adults
should know these rights and help you learn
about them, too.

These articles explain how governments and
international organizations like UNICEF will work to
ensure children are protected with their rights
